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History is a window that is an outlook to the future
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China, Japan, and Korea have maintained close a cultural and
economic relationship despite past conflicts. A discussion of the
history shared by these three nations must never become a singular
attempt to point out historical rights from wrongs. The examination
of the past should be a means to seek a way to coexist and prosper
through an honest and open discussion of the viewpoints of all the
nations involved.
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We pursue peace and prosperity in the Northeast Asian
region through a correct understanding of history.

China, Japan, and Korea are nations with a history of close cooperation and active exchanges. This long
history has inevitably been punctuated with past episodes of tension and conflict. Now these three neighboring
countries have a shared wisdom to rise above past tensions and conflicts to seek mutual prosperity and

progress.

The invasions and wars in Asia in the early twentieth century are still painful memories sixty years after the
end of the second World War. The unresolved memories of this past lie hidden as potential sources of tension
in Northeast Asia, undermining the harmony among the three countries that is so vital for shared progress.
Overly self-centered interpretations of regional history in the three Northeast Asian nations have caused
concerns that extend beyond scholarly disputes to flare into political and diplomatic squabbles, spoiling the

growing mood for reconciliation and cooperation.

The Northeast Asian History Foundation was launched in September 2006 to remedy a situation deemed
detrimental to peace in the region. A mission to examine historical truths, founded on evidence as well as
rigorously researched facts is the best and only strategy for resolving the disputes surrounding the region to
end the confusion and strife that has been the motivation to create the Northeast Asian History Foundation; this

Foundation intends to honor real difference in promoting the correct understanding of history.

Rather than emphasizing what separates the three countries and the nationalistic views of history, the
Northeast Asian History Foundation will strive to articulate what these countries share with each other and with
the rest of the world. Meanwhile, national differences will receive serious attention as subjects of joint research

projects sponsored by the Foundation.
