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Nowadays, the East-Asian region is in search of a road to the
regional community, in the several areas of culture, economy and
security. Our Northeast Asian History Foundation has been making every
effort to participate in the move and to take alead for the change. Asone
of the efforts, Northeast Asian History Foundation decided to co-host the
1st Korea-Mongolia International Conference with Mongolian Academy
of Science, which is the largest conglomerate of academic institutes in
Mongolia. Preparing for this conference, the two institutions signed the
MOU on the exchange and cooperation in December 2007.

Since pre-historic times, Mongolia and Korea have been sharing many
cultural aspects, such as linguistic Altai roots, legends and myths. We two
countries began diplomatic relationship in March 1990, and there occurred
a great increase in human exchange and economic trade. Now, this
bilateral relationship should be ready to step over the national level toward
the regional level of Northeast Asa.
